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Dampskipet Jarl gikk ned ved Ivarholmen utenfor Risveer den 1§ 1880 under en reise fra
Florg til Bodg med en last av fisk. Ved Ivarholmen grunnstlaite og besetningen matte
raskt forlate det synkende skipet. Ikke lenge etter grunnstgttizgaatllasten og skipet
kantret og forsvant ned i dypet. Jarl var kjgpt inn til Staven®89 under disponent Sigvard
Bergesen og gjorde gjennom arene tjeneste som transpofoiskipgkt i ruten mellom De
vestindiske gyene og USA. Frem til utbruddet av den andre verdpagirile skipet tieneste
i Nordsjgen med transport av kull og fisk. Vraket av dampskigethviler sgr for Ivarholmen
ved Risveer mellom Vikna og Leka pa en dybde av tjuefetretti meter i god stand.
Skipsklokken, en lanterne og et anker fra vraket er berget avmykgeble solgt tilbake til
eieren i 1994. Vraket av Jarl er lett tilgjengelig medft@Risveer...

Built Stavanger, delivered in Oct.-1889 for Sigval Bergesent&anger. Managed by
Helge Paulsen, Haugesund from 1915, @istein Torgersen & Cloom May-1916.

In Norwegian coastal trade all through the war. Previoustyiadarrier in service Cuba.
After she had been purchased by @istein Torgersen sheebadrbthe North Sea herring
trade.

In Apr.-1940, just before the Germans invaded Norway D/S Jarl was en route
from Denmark to England with a cargo of egg & bacon (according to a personal
story). Before Apr. 9 it was common for vessels going to England to head for the
open sea near Marsteinen Light, as the area was protected by the British Navy.
On Apr. 9 Jarl was stopped by a Norwegian patrol boat near the inlet to Bergen
and upon hearing the news of the invasion she anchored up in Fanafjord for a
while, before heading south and anchoring up in Fgrdespollen, shere she ended
up staying through the summer, while the crew had to go ashore. (The place is
today referred to as "Jarlavikjo" - dialect for "Jarl Bay"). She was subsequently
chartered by "Fylkesforsyningsnemnda" in Rogaland (authority responsible for



supplies to Rogaland county) to transport fire wood from Hafstad near Arendal to
Stavanger, with a new crew consisting of 11 men. The captain's name was Hgie.
She continued in this service, voyaging alone, through the winter of 1940 and
into the following spring, with the exception of a trip to the North of Norway with
food supplies from Oslo. ("Sjgfolk i krig", Leif M. Bjgrkelund).

POST WAR: Capsized and sank near Risvaer, north of Rgrvik on March 17-1950
when on a voyage from Florg to Bodg with a cargo of herring. No casualties.
